Bylaw to amend the Land Use Bylaw No. 55/95 

 

The Council of Mountain View County has given first reading to Bylaw No. 39/08 at 
their Regular Council meeting of November 5, 2008 and has set the Public      
Hearing for this Bylaw for November 26, 2008 at or after 9:00 a.m. at the County 
Office located at 1408 Twp. Rd. 32.0.   
 

The purpose of the Bylaw is to provide specific direction as to what circumstances 
additional dwelling units will be permitted on a property.  In addition, the Bylaw  
provides clearer definitions pertaining to mobile, modular and manufactured 
homes which will be utilized to assess  secondary suite applications.

 • Upon delivery, twine and net 
wrap must be bagged in either 
plastic mini bulk bags; or large 
plastic bags- no straw or loose 
hay- and tied off.  

• Black tarps, silage tarps, and 
poly need to be in 3'x3'       
bundles-tied and secured-able 
to handle.  

• MVRWMC has the right to 
charge for any plastics that we 
deem unacceptable.  The 
charges are  $130.00/ tonne at 
the transfer site; or $90.00/ 
tonne at the landfill. 

• Silage plastic and tarps must be 
clean (no large frozen lumps or 
clumps of silage). 

Mountain View Regional Waste Management Commission is always    
accepting net wrap, tarps, twine and silage plastic for recycling at the 
Olds Transfer Station (located north of Belsher’s Equipment on Range Rd 
20) from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m., Monday through Friday. 
 

However, Mountain View County residents who wait until Spring, 2009 to 
deliver a minimum of 100 kgs of waste plastic for recycling will receive 
$100 to keep, or donate to a 4H Club of their choice. (Limit of one       
payment per farm. Only Mountain View County residents are eligible.)

Double solid lines = Do not pass

The center line on a highway exists for a purpose. It lets drivers know when passing is 
permitted and when it is not. A dotted yellow center line means you can pass if it is safe 
to do so. A solid yellow center line- whether single or double- means you are not allowed 
to pass on that stretch of roadway, even if the roadway is flat.

Section 15(1)(a) of the “Use of Highway and Rules of the Road Regulation of Alberta” 
states: “when operating a vehicle on a highway in the case where double solid lines ex-
ist between traffic lanes, a person, shall not drive the vehicle so that the vehicle or any 
portion of the vehicle crosses the double solid lines from one traffic lane to another.”

Solid lines always exist for a reason, that reason being that some sort of potential 
safety hazard exists, such as the inability to see another vehicle coming (i.e., a hill or a 
curve), a busy intersection, or a subdivision. 

Two areas in Mountain View County where you will find double solid yellow lines are the 
intersections of Highway 580 and 766; and the intersection of Highway 582 and 766. 
Both these areas are flat; however, a double solid center line exists. This is because 
passing a vehicle at a spot where other vehicles are turning onto the highway, in the 
opposite direction, could result in a serious, potentially head-on collision. This is a 
frightening scenario. 

Double solid lines also exist at the following County locations:

•	� Highway 22 in the 50 km/hr zone passing through Cremona (a busy intersection 
where pedestrians cross the road to go to school, or to one of the businesses in 
the Village);

•	� Highway 760 in the 50 km/hr zone south of Sundre (several driveways exist along 
that stretch of roadway, which means vehicles could be entering and/or exiting the 
roadway in several spots).

If you are caught passing another vehicle when a double or single solid line exists on a 
highway anywhere in Alberta, the minimum fine is $172. However, the fine may be the 
least of your worries if you cause an accident which injures or kills an innocent person 
or yourself.
